The Guide then instructs our Brother to wait for a time with
patience, (approx 10 seconds) and then, knock on the door 3 times and
wait. Guide returns to Northeast corner to await the three knocks and
direction from the East.

East Chair: Brother Guide, ascertain the cause of the alarm
at the door and report.

Guide: Tis a widow’s son who appears well dressed and is
armed with the true motto of Masonry. He wishes
to undertake the Chamber of Reflection Ceremony
and humbly requests admission.

East Chair:  Brother Guide, please conduct our Brother to
the Northeast corner stone that.., we Three
might agree of his possession of the true motto of
Masonry.

East Chair:  Brother, being placed on the Northeast corner
stone of Virtue, bear arms.

Participant: Masonry: A higher moral science, helping
the better man transform into a truly good
Man.



East Chair:  Brother Guide, please assist our Brother in
undertaking the Chamber of Reflection Ceremony.

Guide: [Rod raps one time at the base of the East. ]
